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Introduction

The Beginning Learner’s Ukrainian Dictionary is, as its name implies, designed
for beginning learners of the Ukrainian language. The dictionary has been
adapted from our book The Beginning Learner’s Russian Dictionary, which is
based on the official Lexical Minimum for the standardized test that includes
780 items that learners are expected to know at the A1l level. To these, the
names of countries, common Ukrainian personal names, and grammatical
terms have been added, bringing the total number of headwords in the
dictionary to over 1,000.

This dictionary offers many advantages for beginning learners over other
Ukrainian-English dictionaries. It offers a reader-friendly, uncluttered layout.
Only senses appropriate to the Al level appear in the entries. Grammatical
information is presented clearly in tables along with invaluable usage notes.
Example sentences contain only Al-level vocabulary found in the dictionary.
(Beginning learners may find other dictionaries overwhelming, as entries
contain multiple senses, many of which are uncommon and make it difficult
to determine which sense is intended. Such dictionaries present limited
grammatical information, often in abbreviated form, under the assumption
that the reader is proficient in Ukrainian grammar. Likewise, example
sentences may contain too many higher-level vocabulary words to be of use
to beginning learners.)

The Beginning Learner’s Ukrainian Dictionary is meant to be more than a
reference in which to look up unknown words. It is a study tool to expand
your lexicon and build a solid base in both vocabulary and grammar. You are
encouraged to read through entry after entry, studying the structure of the
example sentences, noticing the inflections of nouns, adjectives, and verbs,
and practicing your listening skills and pronunciation while listening to the
accompanying audio tracks.

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Using The Dictionary

Sections: Each section begins with the letter written upper and lower case in
three styles: serif typeface, sans-serif italic, and handwriting.

Order of Entries: The headwords are arranged in alphabetical order. On the
back cover of this book, you can find a table of the Ukrainian alphabet along
with the page number on which each letter’s section begins.

Accent Marks: Ukrainian words of more than one syllable are marked with
an accent mark ( “) over the stressed syllable. Accent marks are only used in
materials for learners, such as this dictionary, and do not normally appear in
Ukrainian texts. It is important to learn which syllable of a word is stressed
for correct pronunciation. The stressed syllable sometimes changes when a
word is inflected. For example, the word 11iH4 (price) is stressed on the second
syllable, while its plural niinu (prices) is stressed on the first syllable.

Cases: Even at the Al level, you are
expected to know the declension of
nouns (and pronouns) in all cases.
Case determines a noun’s role in a
sentence (subject, object, etc.). Also,
prepositions require certain cases. The preposition gsa (‘for’) is followed
by a noun in the genitive case. The preposition 3, takes either the genitive
case or the instrumental case depending on its meaning. Mastering cases is
essential to attaining fluency in Ukrainian, and so, they should be, along with
verb conjugations, a focus of your studies from early on.

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Hard Consonants

Ukrainian consonants (except i) can be pronounced in two ways: hard or soft.
By soft, it is meant that the consonant is palatalized. That is, it is pronounced
with the blade of the tongue pushed up against the hard palate (the front of
the roof of the mouth). A hard consonant, by contrast, is not palatalized. You
can basically think of it as being ‘normal.’

The nineteen consonants on the previous page are introduced with their hard
pronunciations. A Ukrainian consonant is hard if:

1. itis followed by a consonant,

2. itprecedes one of the five vowels shown on the previous page,
3. it comes at the end of a word,
4

it is followed by an apostrophe (which is used as a ‘hard sign’).

Soft Consonants

Here are the remaining five vowels of the Ukrainian alphabet:

dfter a consonant initial ‘
Aa as in father as in yacht
€e as in met as in yet
Ii as in feed as in feed
Ii as in east as in yeast
10 10 as in moon as in you

When initial (at the beginning of a word) or after another vowel, these vowels
(except for i) begin with a /y/ sound. When following a consonant, they
indicate that the preceding consonant is soft.

Many learners of Ukrainian mistakenly think that a soft consonant is simply
the normal (hard) consonant followed by a /y/ sound, but this is not accurate.
A soft H, for example, does not sound the same as in the English word canyon.
A soft H is a single sound—similar to an English n but with the tongue pressed
against the hard palate of the mouth (as described at the top of the page).

A consonant is also pronounced soft when it precedes the letter b (the ‘soft
sign’), as is seen especially at the end of Ukrainian words.

The accusative case designates the object of an action,
that is, the direct object of a verb. It is also used after
certain prepositions, especially when showing
direction or time.

An adjective modifies or describes a noun: beautiful,
small, other, Ukrainian.

An adverb modifies or qualifies a verb, adjective, or
another adverb, and specifies manner, place, time, etc.:
quickly, very, here, yesterday.

An animate noun is either a person or animal.

An antonym is an adjective with the opposite
meaning as another adjective: good # bad. It can also
refer to the counterpart of a noun: boy # girl.

A conjunction is a word or phrase that connects two
clauses (or nouns) in a sentence, such as and, but,
because, when, if, that.

The dative case has several uses: 1) It designates an
indirect object, which is usually expressed with the
preposition to (or for) in English; 2) It is used after
certain prepositions; 3) It is used to specify age, as can
be seen in several examples in the dictionary. Regular
masculine singular nouns have two suffix variants: -y
and -oBi. In this dictionary, we use the more colloquial
-y; however, you may also encounter -oBi in speech
and writing.

Euphony means ‘pleasing sounds’ and refers to
changes made in words to avoid too many consonants
in arow.

Feminine adjectives and past tense verbs agree in
gender with the nouns they refer to.

In Ukrainian, perfective verbs can express future (and
past) actions, but not present ones (see PRES.).

The genitive case has several uses: 1) It shows
possession, often translating as of or __’s in English; 2)
It is used after certain prepositions; 3) The genitive

An imperative verb is a command: Go! / Don’t go!

An imperfective verb expresses an action without
emphasis on its completion. It may be a habitual or
continuous action in the past, present, or future.

An inanimate noun is either a nonliving object or a
plant. Notice in the declension tables that the
accusative forms of inanimate masculine, neuter, and
plural (but not feminine) nouns are the same as the
nominative forms.

An indeclinable noun only has one form and does not
decline for case or plural.

The instrumental case: 1) is used after certain verbs
(see mpauwoBaTu and 3aimMaTtucs); 2) is used after
certain prepositions; 3) has other uses that you will
learn about after the Al level.

An interjection is an exclamation that is independent
from a sentence: Hello!, Excuse me!, Wow!

Masculine adjectives and past tense verbs agree in
gender with the nouns they refer to.

A multidirectional verb expresses movement in
more than one direction, round trips, etc.

Neuter adjectives and past tense verbs agree in
gender with the nouns they refer to.

The nominative case designates the subject of a
sentence. A singular nominative noun is also the
default form of a noun, the one listed in dictionaries.
A noun is a person, place, or thing.

A number expresses an exact quantity: one, two, three.
A parenthetical word is offset from the rest of a
sentence: maybe, for example.

A particle is a word which does not fit the definition
of other parts of speech.

A perfective verb expresses a single, completed
action in the past or future.

Plural designates ‘more than one.” Plural adjectives
and past tense verbs agree in number with the nouns
they refer to.

A predicative adjective is a neuter adjective used in
idiomatic expressions without a grammatical subject,
often translating as It is...

A prefix is a particle added to the beginning of a word,
such as the prefix no-.

A preposition precedes a noun or pronoun: in, for,
with. Dictionary entries for prepositions show which
case is required for the governed noun/pronoun.

The prepositional case is used after certain
prepositions, especially when showing location. It is
also known as the locative case. Regular masculine
singular nouns have two suffix variants: -i and -oBi. In
this dictionary, we use the more colloquial -i; however,
you may also encounter -oBi in speech and writing.
The present tense refers to actions ongoing at the
time of speaking or that are repeated (habitual) and is
equivalent to English he does, he is doing, he has been
doing. In Ukrainian, imperfective verbs (but not their
perfective counterparts) can express present time.

A pronoun can be used to avoid repeating a noun.
Examples in English would be I, he, him, our, this,
nothing, who...

Masculine adjectives have short forms, which
generally show temporary states (as opposed to
intrinsic qualities) and are used predicatively.
Singular designates ‘one.’

A synonym is a word that has the same or nearly the
same meaning as another word.

A unidirectional verb expresses movement in a
single direction.

Averb describes an action or state. Verbs in Ukrainian
are conjugated to agree with the subject and express
past, present, or future time.

The vocative case is used for addressing someone. For
example, John, where you are going? Here, John would
be vocative. The vocative case is theoretically possible
for all words, even if it may rarely be used. For
example, how often would you call out to ‘January’?
But it is possible, as in O January! Why are you so cold!?
